McDonald's Archivist Takes the Heat Over
Misplaced “Special Sauce” Recipe

Oak Brook, IL - Cindy
Spurlocken works at
the McDonald's head-
quarters, but that
doesn't mean that
she knows the recipe
for the sauce of the

fast food com-
pany's “special
sauce.” In fact,
she'd rather not
think about the
special sauce;
Cindy almost lost
her job because of
it.

Spurlocken has been
the archivist for
McDonald's USA for 6
¥ years. Mostly, she
tracks the company's
history, catalogues
the toy items in
Happy Meals, and

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awarded to groups and individ-
ual libraries in dire need of
acronym development. The
grants particularly encourage
diversity in acronym use and
more flexible definitions of
acronyms in general.

“Some people follow a very
strict view of what an acronym
is and should be, but here at
ALA we’re all about expanding
that view and allowing a more
liberal definition of acro-

nyms,” said a spokeswoman for
HHAUAILSP., “For example,
some people feel acronyms
should only consist of the first
letters of the component
words, but groups like ARLIS
[Art Library Society] are really
stretching that boundary — |
think for the better.”

However, not all library pro-
fessionals support the Ii-
AUAILSP. One irate librarian
from Westchester County com-
mented that the grants will be
“taking food from the mouths
of more worthy groups. How

can we continue to support
critical professional values like
Google Vilification (GOOVIL),
Insecurity Over Professional
Status (IOPS) and Librarians
Against Sensible Shoes (LASS), if
all the money is given to acro-
nyms? This is very short-sighted
on ALA’s part and may lead to
the further decline of the pro-
fession.”
